What is Caring Connections for Women?

PASTOR TO PEOPLE 

 Because my grandfather’s health was declining and 
they could no longer take care of themselves where they lived, 
my grandparents, Mama and Papa Shaw, moved in with us 
until a suitable apartment came available near us.  Since I was 
only six years old when they moved from the old house out in 
the country, I don’t remember much about the house.  I 
remember it did not have any “indoor plumbing.”  I can 
remember going with Papa Shaw to the well to draw water.  I 
can remember Mama Shaw cooking on the old wood stove 
and the wonderful aroma of those delicious “tea cakes.”  But 
probably what best stands out in my memory was the sound of 
the old clock over the mantle.  “Tick tock, tick, tock, tick tock.” 
 We have a clock that goes “tick tock” and chimes the 
hours.  Most mornings before daylight I go in the room where 
that clock is for my morning devotions.  Before I follow the 
devotional guide of scriptures and other writings, I usually sit 
quietly in the dark for a few moments, trying to get my own 
mind quiet and still so I can listen for God.  As I sit there my 
mind becomes conscious of the clock’s rhythmic “tick tock.”  
That simple sound evokes volumes of memories and 
meanings.  I remember the sound of Papa Shaw’s clock so 
many years ago.  It is the sound that communicates to me the 
mysterious sense of time and change.  Papa Shaw died when 
I was fourteen and I was with him.  September 12 was the third 
anniversary of our son Brent’s death.  October 14 is the 
second anniversary of my father’s death.  A big part of the 
passing of time is the change that includes saying good bye to 
people we love.  So many of you who read this are keenly 
aware of the dynamics of what I am writing because you 
wrestle with the same kind of changes and memories.  
Whether it is a clock or something else, there are those sights 
or sounds that serve as triggers for your memories.  Those 
triggers are not to be avoided because, while they may bring 
some pain, they also help us to work through our pain.  They 
also trigger memories that bring joy and gratitude. 
 The “tick tock” of the clock reminds me not only of time 
but also of timelessness.    The years go by and we change 
and our world changes but life goes on.  Generations before 
us faced the ups and down, the gains and losses of life and 
moved forward.  So shall we.  And, from the biblical 
perspective we expect God to one day call a halt to history, 
and, as the old hymn says, “time shall be no more.”    The “tick 
tock” of the clock reminds me that only God is timeless.  Our 
security and hope is found not in the ever moving, constantly 
changing river of daily life, but in the timeless assurance of 
God’s eternal Kingdom.
