PASTOR TO PEOPLE

It is easy to get into conversation about the changes
that have taken place in America in recent history. Choose
almost any aspect of daily life, and, compared to twenty
years ago, even ten years ago, it is radically different. The
seeds of change were planted many years ago in the
Industrial Revolution of the 18" and 19" centuries with the
introduction of machinery and mass production of goods.
World Wars | and Il and the space race accelerated the
material and technological developments, especially in the
realm of transportation and communication.

And the changes keep coming. Woven throughout
the twists and turns of the years since World War |l are
subtle and not so subtle signs that the American “soul” has
been reshaped. We see it in manners, priorities, morality,
outlook, disposition, and in other ways that are intangible
but real.

I am not smart enough to analyze and explain all of
the changes. The above comments about the Industrial
Revolution, wars, and space race are just an overview of
some of the broad influences on our society. Our society
and the influences on it are very complex and defy
simplistic explanations.

There is, however, one factor that | believe is a very
significant part of the picture. It was spelled out to the little,
budding nation of Israel and is applicable to our own world.
Take care that you do not forget the Lord your God, by
failing to keep his commandments, his ordinances, and
his statutes, which | am commanding you today. When
you have eaten your fill and have built fine houses and
live in them, and when your herds and flocks have
multiplied, and your silver and gold is multiplied, and
all that you have is multiplied, then do not exalt
yourself, forgetting the Lord your God who brought you
out of the land of Egypt. (Deuteronomy 8:11-14).

The danger of which God warned Israel long ago,
has become very evident over the past fifty or so years in
America. It is simply this. Prosperity holds the danger of
lulling a people into thinking that we are self-sufficient. This
forgetting of God is far more than a matter of public displays
of religion. During some of Israel's greatest days they were
openly very religious. The prophets pointed out, however,
that the open religiosity was just an outward show.
Genuine faith produces faithfulness demonstrated in
obedience, humility, compassion, and justice (Amos 2:4-8;
4:1, 4-5). One of Amos’ clearest statements is I hate, |
despise your festivals, and | take no delight in your
solemn assemblies. Even though you offer me your
burnt offerings and grain offerings, | will not accept
them; and the offerings of well-being of your fatted
animals | will not look upon. Take away from me the
noise of your songs; | will not listen to the melody of
your harps. But let justice roll down like waters, and
righteousness like an ever-flowing stream (Amos 5:21-
24 NRSV).
