PASTOR TO PEOPLE

On a recent morning | sat in my rocking chair
looking out the window as the first morning light began to
spread across the horizon. It is a mysterious wonder that
the darkness of night gives way to the light of a new day.
And it keeps occurring day after day after day, just as it has
since the beginning. | heard a bird singing as if his heart
was overflowing with joy. My mind immediately drifted back
to the long, cold days and nights of the coldest winter in
many years. The bird’s song seemed to be a herald of
spring that has finally arrived. The buds on the dogwood
tree just outside the window are swelling and looking like
they may burst into full bloom at any moment. What a
wonder! Night gives way to day. Winter gives way to
spring. The trees and flowers put on blooms and leaves.
The grass greens. There is a rhythm about nature and
therein is a sense of security.

It is appropriate that Easter comes in the spring time
when the world of nature is shouting the message of new
life. It is important, however, that we remember that Easter
is not about the natural but about the SUPERNATURAL.
On that dark Friday Jesus Christ, God's Son and our
Savior, died. Life was finished. But on Sunday morning
God raised Him from the dead. That is not just a renewal in
the cycles of nature. That is an extraordinary, supernatural
event.

Easter does have a connection with nature. The
connection is that the same God who made this universe,
who turns night into day and winter into spring, is the God
who can do what appears to be impossible. He raised
Jesus from the dead. This same God is active in our lives,
transforming our darkness into light and our cold winters of
the soul into spring. This same God who established the
rhythms of nature also established the rhythms of eternity.
Peter said it well when he wrote Blessed be the God and
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! By His great mercy we
have been born anew to a living hope through the
resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and to an
inheritance which is imperishable, undefiled, and
unfading, kept in heaven for you (I Peter 1:4).
