PASTOR TO PEOPLE 

 It is recorded in John 14:34 that Jesus told his 
disciples, A new commandment I give to you, that you 
love one another; even as I have loved you, that you 
also love one another.  Across the centuries we 
Christians have talked about the love of God being 
expressed through the life and death of Jesus.  The 
Apostle Paul wrote, God shows his love for us in that 
while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.  When 
Jesus tells us that we are to love one another, He 
qualifies that love by telling us that we are to love one 
another the way He loves us.    
 How does Jesus love us?  One quality of His love 
is that it is focused on what we need, not on what we 
want.  Some of those who heard Jesus wanted him to 
lead them to political freedom from the Romans and 
dominion over everybody else.  Some who saw the 
miracle that fed a multitude, wanted him to provide 
them a constant supply of free meals.  The Pharisees 
wanted him to reinforce their adherence to external 
evidence of righteousness found in keeping the details 
of legalism, and condemn everyone who did not agree 
with them.   While Jesus has a concern about freedom, 
food for the hungry and righteousness, He knew that 
what each of those groups wanted him to do was a 
distortion of the true needs.  Authentic freedom, 
feeding the hungry, and genuine righteousness are by-
products of a sincere relationship with God.  Jesus’ life 
and death centered on man’s relationship with God 
and how that results in relationships with others. 
 Jesus’ love for us is a self-giving love.  That is in 
contrast to a lot of what humans call love.  We usually 
love that which brings us pleasure or satisfaction.  To 
put it simply, a lot of what we call love is self-gratifying.  
Jesus’ love for us sinners is a costly, giving love that is 
focused on what we need. 
 Jesus gives the command that the disciples are 
to love one another as He has loved them.  Considering 
the qualities of Jesus’ love, that is a difficult order.  
Neither those first disciples nor any of us since then have 
perfectly kept that command.  Our imperfection in 
loving, however, does not diminish the command.  It is 
to be a constant goal of our lives.  The only way we can 
even begin to obey that command is to draw more 
closely into relationship with God, receive His grace, 
and be guided by His Spirit.  Authentic love is the by-
product of the relationship which Jesus came to 
establish. 
 In John 13:35 Jesus adds one other powerful 
statement.  By this will all men know that you are my 
disciples, if you have love for one another.  That is a 
very disturbing statement.  It provides a means for 
identifying disciples.  By that measure of discipleship, a 
lot of church history is indicted!  If we are individually 
honest, a lot of our profession of discipleship is suspect! 

As I reflect on all of this, the only way I can find 
any hope is to remember that Jesus pointed us toward 
and died for the wonderful good news of the GRACE of 
God.  There is our bedrock of hope and peace.

Grace Notes 

 I have had two songs in my head since last 
Wednesday, but they are not the annoying “ear 
worms” that some tunes can be.  One is the song 
the men sang Sunday, “Lord, You Have Come to 
the Seashore.”  Its text and melody are simple but 
beautiful; both were written by a Spanish priest, 
Cesáreo Gabaráin (1936-1991).  One of the best 
known composers of Spanish liturgical music, 
Gabaràin was inspired by the feelings and actions 
of the humble people he met during his ministry.  
The text describes the simple fishermen Jesus 
identified with and called.  I love the personal 
nature of the call—“gently smiling, you have 
spoken my name.”  Not a call that instilled fear, 
rather a call that was answered in response to the 
love expressed by the caller, Jesus.  I love also that 
in answering the call, the respondent found all he 
had ever longed for.  I’ll keep the song in my head 
for a long time and be grateful for its lessons.  In 
addition to the song, Jim Redman’s portrayal of 
Peter made the story of meeting Jesus on the shore 
more real and personal for all of us. 
 The other song in my head is “Come to the 
Table,” sung by the choir as an invitation to 
Communion.  It was a joyful invitation to “share in 
this great celebration.”   Communion is often a 
very solemn ceremony, but in the days following 
Easter as we celebrate the resurrection, it is good 
to take the Lord’s Supper in celebration.  Jacob, 
Javon and William provided beautiful 
accompaniment on the Orff instruments.  The 
melody was from a Bach Musette for piano that I 
played as a child, so I already loved it.   
 This week we all look forward to hearing the 
choir from the Davis and Hinkle Houses of Baptist 
Children’s Homes.  Our younger children’s choirs, 
Music Friends and Music Makers, will also sing, and 
their song will lead beautifully into Roger’s sermon 
on loving each other.
