PASTOR TO PEOPLE

It is impossible to put into a sermon everything that is
uncovered or discovered in the study for a sermon. Some of
the bits of information or insights that are left out are
sometimes rich “tidbits.” This week | want to share with you
three such “bits” from the study for the Easter Sermon.

(1)The Greek word that is translated “raised” is used
six times in the perfect tense in | Corinthians 15:12-20. The
perfect tense is used for action that happened in the past
and continues in the present. In other words, by the
grammarr itself Paul is saying that Jesus was raised back to
life and continues to live. His resurrection is not just a past
event but also a present reality. He is alive NOW. Easter
celebration is supposed to be a twelve month celebration
because Christ is a LIVING LORD.

(2) For the Apostle Paul the word “faith” is not just a
matter of mental assent to a propositional truth. It is a
dynamic, powerful force. Consider the following:
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Volume X, p. 983). That has implications for one of the
serious distortions of faith in our time, namely, that faith is a
mere mental assent to theological statements. To place
faith in Jesus is not the same as believing that George
Washington was the first president of the United States.
Genuine faith certainly includes “belief” but it is belief that
results in action. Jesus’ call to his first disciples to “come

follow me” is very descriptive of authentic faith.

(3) Clarence Jordan was the translator of the
“Cotton Patch Translation” of the New Testament. He is also
remembered for having established Koinonia Farms in south
Georgia during the early years of racial turmoil. His inclusion
of African Americans resulted in an outpouring of hatred
and even violence. Out of Koinonia Farms, Millard Fuller
founded Habitat for Humanity. When Clarence Jordan
died, Millard delivered the eulogy. After the burial, Millard’s
two year old daughter spontaneously broke out in singing

“Happy birthday to you,

Happy birthday to you,

Happy birthday, dear Clarence,

Happy birthday to you” ((
H | Cor., p. 433).
The ugly truth of death is a reality we can’t escape.
However, the wonderful promise of resurrection is also a
truth which transforms despair into what Paul calls “the
hope of glory” (Romans 5:2). The two year old had it right!
