PASTOR TO PEOPLE 

As I was thinking about the sermon for this 
coming Sunday, two lines from William Wordsworth 
kept running through my mind.  So, on an impulse I 
pulled down the college textbook, The Norton 
Anthology of English Literature, and looked up the 
poem.  There were the lines, just like I remembered 
them. And out beside them in my own handwriting 
was the word “know.”  Perhaps my English professor 
would be proud that after all these years I still 
remembered! 

The two lines of Wordsworth’s poem are: 
 
The world is too much with us; late and soon, 

Getting and spending, we lay waste our powers. 
 

 How right Wordsworth was!  And, if that was true 
in the mid-1800’s, what would he say about our world 
today?  Getting and spending.  In a hurry and 
frantically on the move, from early morning until late at 
night.  Multi-tasking.  Bombarded by noise and visual 
stimuli.  Running on adrenalin.  And all of this hype for 
what?  Wordsworth said, “we lay waste our powers.” 
 In the Old Testament passage for Sunday, I 
Kings 19:1-18, Elijah had been very busy for God but 
now he was on the run for his life.  He hid in a cave.  
God called to him and told him to go out to the 
mouth of the cave where God was going to pass by.  
So, Elijah went out and waited.  Three cataclysmic 
events happened: rock splitting wind, ground shaking 
earthquake, and scorching fire. But God was not in 
any of them.  The text reads “and after the fire a sound 
of sheer silence.  When Elijah heard it….”   A sound of 
silence.  Silence that Elijah heard. 
 The New Testament passage for Sunday is Mark 
1:35-39.  After a very busy and demanding time Jesus 
got up long before day and went out to a quiet place 
to pray.  Jesus knew that if he was to have anything to 
give to man, he would have to spend quiet time with 
his Father. 
 The Psalm for Sunday is Psalm 46.  Verse 10 
reads, “Be still and know that I am God.”  The failure to 
do that may well be the greatest danger to the health 
and wellness of individuals, of our nation, and of the 
human race.  In all of our feverishness to gain more 
and more power, “we lay waste our powers.”

 Me? 
 

The hymn goes on to raise the difficult considerations we 
face in answering God’s call. I could have printed many 
hymns.  Words are very important in this hymnal.  If, in 
Sundays to come, we sing a hymn that is new, ask what 
it says to us about the scriptures and sermon we hear.  
Many new texts are to familiar tunes, but occasionally 
we will sing new ones.  On those days it will be fine to 
listen and follow the text the first time, but always follow 
the text. 
As I have said many times, our favorite hymns are 
included in this hymnal, in fact, some that weren’t in our 
old one.  I can’t wait for you to sing with me from 
Celebrating Grace! 
 
 Josh, Candice, and Hailey Martin led us 
beautifully in the Old Testament reading Sunday.  I hope 
others of you will want to participate, as a family or as an 
individual.  The Martins divided the reading in a way that 
worked well for them, and in preparing it they had 
teachable moments with Hailey about the scripture and 
about worship.
