PASTOR TO PEOPLE 
Student Intern 

 Back in the summer of 1968, the summer between 
my Junior and Senior years of college, I served as a Student 
Summer Missionary with what was then called the Home 
Mission Board. They sent me to work with National Baptists 
in the state of Missouri.  It was an experience that made a 
powerful impact on my life and I will always be grateful.  I 
remember that my pastor, Harold Shirley, encouraged me 
to apply for that opportunity.  Two years later the same 
Harold Shirley, who had in the meantime moved from our 
home church to become pastor of Ardmore Baptist Church 
in Winston-Salem, called me at seminary in Louisville, 
Kentucky and asked if my bride Deidra and I would 
consider coming to Winston-Salem to work in the church 
the summer of 1970.  We served there the summers of 1970, 
1971, 1972 and went back there in January of 1973 to be 
Associate Pastor.  Those experiences introduced me to the 
work of missions and the daily ministry of the local church.  I 
cannot begin to measure the value of those experiences.  I 
cannot begin to thank all the many people who had some 
part in making those opportunities available and 
meaningful. 
  I share my own experience as a way of introducing 
a new opportunity that is before us.  The Cooperative 
Baptist Fellowship, with funds from the Lily foundation, has a 
summer college internship program in which they place 
students in local churches.  They provide the students with 
orientation prior to their beginning and debriefing and 
evaluation at the end of the summer, and provide a small 
stipend for their work.  The responsibility of the local church 
is to provide opportunities and supervision for practical 
experience in the ministry of the local church. 
 We recently learned that there is a student from 
Mount Airy who is interested in participating in an internship 
in our church.  Our Personnel Committee was positive in 
their response to our church participating.  Linda Denny 
and I have interviewed the student and feel very good 
about the opportunity for us and for the student. 
 The student is Adam Canosa, a rising junior at The 
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.  He is a member 
of Fellowship Baptist Church at Ararat.  He is active in the 
CBF student ministry on campus and has participated in 
several mission trips.  He is a Music Education major.  He 
believes that the opportunity to be a student intern in a 
local church will better prepare him to serve Christ both as 
a teacher and as a church member.  His ten week 
internship with us begins this week.  As you see Adam, 
introduce yourself and give him a warm First Baptist 
welcome.  He will help us in our ministry this summer.  Who 
knows what positive impact we may be able to make in his 
life, and, thereby, in the cause of God’s Kingdom work for 
the future.
