I am very thankful for Joyce, her 
Christian spirit, her deep dedication, and her joyful 
willingness to work together with all of us for the glory 
of God.

Patriotism and the Church 
 At the committal service for my father in 2007, 
my mother was presented a flag of the United States 
of America in honor of my father’s service of his 
country during World War II.  I cherish that flag as a 
reminder of my father’s patriotic service in the cause 
of freedom.  As I read and hear the news about 
oppression in many places of the world, I am grateful 
for the freedom we enjoy in America.  While our nation 
has its share of problems and imperfections, we are 
richly blessed.  Independence Day on July 4th is a 
special day of celebration and every citizen of this 
great country should overflow with gratitude for our 
liberty and make renewed commitments to be a good 
citizen. 

What is the place of patriotic celebration in 
Christian worship?  One scripture that helps to put this 
in perspective is Jesus’ response to the question about 
paying taxes to Caesar.  He said, “Render therefore 
unto Caesar the things that are Caesar’s, and to God 
the things that are God’s” (Matthew 22:21).  What are 
we to render unto Caesar?  Christians are to be good 
citizens, obeying the laws, paying taxes, showing 
respect for government, and, in American 
democracy, participating in government by voting, 
holding office, voicing our concerns to our elected 
officials, etc. 
 What are we to render to God?  We are to 
worship God, obey and serve God, and give to Him 
our ultimate obedience and loyalty.  Our country is not 
God.  Our country should not have our ultimate 
loyalty.  Many early Christians were put to death 
because they refused to obey the command to say 
“Caesar is lord.”  Instead they would respond, “Christ is 
Lord.” 
  Because ultimate sovereignty belongs to God 
alone, it appears to me that there is a serious danger 
in using worship as a stage for patriotic observance.  
One of the dangers is that we may confuse patriotism 
with Christianity and be guilty of idolatry.
